
   

      As we proceed through the winter months, it seems that our hearts are always 
looking to spring. Springtime is many peoples favorite time of year. The days 
seem to grow longer and the grayness of winter gives way to sunshine, flowers, 
green grass, and the brilliant blooms of daffodils and tulips. I love the spring and 
the freshness of new life that it brings. Just thinking about it brings a smile to my 

face. 

      While the changes in seasons are very evident in New Jersey, during seminary, 
when I lived in Florida, the difference of Winter to Spring was almost unnotice-
able. Winters usually stayed in the comfortable 70’s, and the Sun never seemed 
to spend too much time behind clouds, and yet there were still signs that Spring 
was near. Aside from looking at the calendar, there were subtle but remarkable 
changes that would take place. I remember one day taking a walk with a good 
friend of mine who now pastors a church in Michigan. As we were walking, he 
pointed out the pine trees and told me a little known phenomenon. Apparently, 
just around Easter each year, the trees would stem off new growth and if you 

looked at the shape, it formed a cross at the end of the growth. 

      I found this fascinating and thought, “What a beautiful reminder of the spiri-
tual significance of this time of year, as we remember the great sacrifice of our 
Lord and Savior and His resurrection that we celebrate at Easter. Easter is a time 
of hope for the Christian and, just like springtime, it speaks to us of new life. What 
a tremendous hope we have in our Lord as we look to Him as the first fruits of 
what we will one day experience. The apostle Paul tells us these words concern-

ing a future resurrection of the dead: 

        1CO 15:54 When the perishable has been clothed with the imperishable, and the 
      mortal with immortality, then the saying that is written will come true 
      “Death has been swallowed up in victory”.  
      1CO 15:55”Where, O death, is your victory? Where, O death, is your sting?” 
      1 CO 15:56 The sting of death is sin, and the power of sin is the law. 57 But 
      thanks be to God! He gives us the victory through our Lord Jesus Christ. 
 
      What a magnificent hope we have in Christ. No longer do we need to fear the 
sting of death or the power of sin. Jesus Christ has paid the penalty for sin 
through His death, and has won the victory over the grave through His resurrec-
tion. As those who place our faith in Him and trust in for the forgiveness of sins, 
we can face not just the springtime with a smile, but our futures no matter what 
comes our way, with an unwavering confidence in our Savior. My prayer for you 

this Easter season is that of the Apostle Paul:

I’m a sin-
ner. I’m not good enough to set foot in God’s House. In fact, I thought the moment I did, like a vampire, I would be in-
stantly burned to a cinder. Nevertheless, I took the plunge. I thought I needed to ask someone, so I looked up Ashland in 
the phone book, called, and timidly asked if I could attend the next service. I was assured that I was welcome. So, on 
Sunday, October 14, 2001, I went to church for the first time in fifteen years. I’ll never forget the warm welcome I got 
from the people of Ashland. And, not only did I not get vaporized, but I saw the love that this church has for the Lord and
